The Farmers Market Alliance is offering insurance to its member markets and their
vendors through Best Insurance Agency. In general, coverage provides up to $1 million
per incident with a $2 million aggregate for liability and legal fees associated with the
market products and any personal or material injuries occurring on the premises. The
cost is $100 + $35 dollars per vendor + $50 for any organizations requiring an additional
insured certificate. In addition, vendors selling at any Alliance member market are
eligible for an affinity discount on various AFLAC products offered by Best Insurance.
